FOR PARENTS

The Woodland School District believes that an involved and concerned parent is the greatest
asset a child can have. A parent is a child’s first, closest and most important teacher. We
encourage parents to participate in some of the following activities with their children.

Partner with your child’s teacher. Take advantage of communication materials sent home
with your child. Call or write notes to your child’s teacher concerning questions you have.

Read with your child daily. Have your child read to you. Remember that there are many
ways to reinforce reading skills. For example, reading maps, grocery lists, recipes, directions for
models, patterns, games, informational brochures, etc. Take advantage of classroom reading
programs your child’s teacher partners with you on.

Encourage your child to write at home. Letters to friends and relatives, grocery lists, new
endings for TV shows watched or books read, stories about trips taken and places visited, and
parent/child authored stories with illustrations are all excellent ways to encourage your child to
write.

Talk with your child. The greater a child’s speaking vocabulary, the easier learning to read
will be. This simple act also lets your child know you are interested in them and their world.

Share places and events with your child. There are many interesting places to go in the
Woodland area, such as: Hulda Klager Lilac Gardens, Holland America Bulb Farm, Cedar Creek
Grist Mill, Washington State Fish Hatchery, Ape Caves, Mt. St. Helens Interpretive Center, Ft.
Vancouver National Park & Interpretive Center, Pearson Air Park, the airport, the public
library, the post office, the fire station, and local farms.

Play games with your child. There are many excellent educational and inexpensive games for
children that reinforce reading, thinking, and math skills. Some of them include Boggle, Spill
and Spell, Master Mind, Scrabble, Yahtzee, and Concentration.

Above all, give your child the gift of time - - your time.

The following information is paraphrased from
Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) materials.

In 1993, the State of Washington established the commitment that all children would
achieve at high levels. The purpose of this reform is spelled out in the Basic
Education Act of 1993: “...to provide students with the opportunity to become
responsible citizens, to contribute to their own economic well-being and to that of their
families and communities and to enjoy productive and satisfying lives.”

Four learning goals provide the foundation for the development of standards, called
the Essential Academic Learning Requirements.

Washington State Learning Goals

*Read with comprehension, write with skill, and communicate effectively and
responsibly in a variety of ways and settings.

*Know and apply the core concepts and principles of mathematics; social, physical,
and life sciences; civics and history; geography; arts; and health and fitness.

*Think analytically, logically, and creatively, and integrate experience and knowledge to
form reasoned judgments and solve problems.

*Understand the importance of work and how performance, effort, and decisions
directly affect future career and educational opportunities.

EALRS and K-3 Reading Instruction

The overriding goal for students in reading is to enter school learning about sounds, letters, and
words — and graduate as competent, purposeful readers. The following Essential Academic
Learning Requirements (EALRS) for reading define areas students need to master in order to
become proficient readers

*EALR 1: The student understands and uses different skills and strategies to
read. (Phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, vocabulary)

*EALR 2: The student understands the meaning of what is read.
(Comprehension)

*EALR 3: The student reads different materials for a variety of purposes.
(Types of text: literary and informational)

*EALR 4: The student sets goals and evaluates progress to improve reading.
((Self-monitoring, goal setting, personal evaluation of text)

To master these EALR areas, K-3 students will be doing the following reading related activities
at each grade level:

Kindergarten

In kindergarten, students understand and apply concepts of print, phonological and phonemic awareness.
They expand their oral language skills and gain meaningful vocabulary for reading. Students
demonstrate comprehension by participating in a variety of responses when listening to or viewing
informational and literary text. They are interested in a variety of books.

Grade 1

In first grade, students apply concepts of print, phonological and phonemic awareness, oral language
skills, and phonics. They continue to expand their reading vocabulary and demonstrate comprehension
by participating in a variety of responses. Students choose and read a variety of books for pleasure.

Grade 2

In second grade, students become fluent as readers and apply comprehension and vocabulary strategies to
a wide variety of literary and informational text. They demonstrate comprehension by participating in
discussion, writing responses, and using evidence from text to support their thinking. Reading for
pleasure continues to be an enjoyable habit.

Grade 3

In third grade, students select and combine skills to read fluently with meaning and purpose. They apply
comprehension and vocabulary strategies to a wider variety of literary genres and informational text.
Students demonstrate comprehension by participating in discussions, writing responses, and using
evidence from text to support their thinking. They read for pleasure and choose books based on personal
preference, topic, or author.

Grade 4

In fourth grade, students read skillfully with meaning and purpose using appropriate comprehension and
vocabulary strategies. Students read, discuss, reflect, and respond, using evidence from text, to a wide
variety of literary genres and informational text. Students read for pleasure and continue to choose books
based on personal preference, topic, theme, or author.

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RESPONSIBILITIES

All people associated with the school have the responsibility to implement the student handbook
guidelines. Students attending Woodland Primary are affected by numerous individuals.
Everyone must make an effort to teach and model responsible behavior. Below are listed the
specific responsibilities for implementation of the discipline plan

Administrator
1. Support the system and follow through as appropriate.
2. Meet with the staff at least annually to review the student
management plan and the uniform enforcement of that plan.
3. Communicate the plan to the community and District
administration.
4. Initiate discussions with parents.
Parents
1. Insure your child is at school regularly, on time, and ready to learn.
2. Reinforce the plan at home.
3. Support staff strategies in dealing with problems.
4. Initiate discussions with school personnel when questions arise

regarding student behavior.

Staff Members

1. Communicate the plan to students — involve them in decision making.
2. Be supportive of each other in implementation.
3. Maintain an open line of communication with parents.
4, Be committed to positive reinforcements for good behavior and the
consequences of negative behavior.
5. Teachers will initiate discussions with parents.
Students
1. Be at school, ready to learn each day.
2. Meet expectations as set by the staff and parents.

3. Demonstrate an understanding of the expectations and both positive and
negative consequences.

TEACHER QUALIFICATIONS
Federal law permits parents of children in Title I Schools to
request information on the professional qualifications of
their child’s teachers. Specifically, parents have the right to
ask for the following information:
eWhether OSPI has licensed or qualified the teacher for the
grades and subjects he or she teaches.
eWhether OSPI has decided that the teacher can teach in a
classroom without being licensed or qualified under state
regulations because of special circumstances.
eThe teacher’s college major; whether the teacher has any
advanced degrees and, if so, the subject of the degrees.
eWhether any teachers’ aides or similar paraprofessionals
provide services to your child and, if they do, their
qualifications.

If you would like to know if your child’s school is a Title I
School and/or receive any of this information, please call the
district office.

TOBACCO USE

Woodland School District prohibits the use of
nicotine/tobacco products on school property and in any
proximity to students. This prohibition applies to staff and
all volunteers regarding smoking or other use of tobacco
products including any school-sponsored or school approved
activity, event or function - including those such as field trips
or athletic events.
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COLLEGE CREDIT PROGRAM INFORMATION

Each senior high school shall publish information annually
concerning the entrance requirements and the availability of
programs in the local area that lead to college credit,
including classes such as advanced placement, running start,
tech-prep, skill centers, college in the high school, and
international baccalaureate programs. In addition, each
senior high school shall enclose information of the names and
contact information of other public or private entities
offering such programs, including online advanced placement
programs, to its students if the school has knowledge of such
entities. For information on programs and offerings available
to Woodland students, contact the high school counseling
department.

SPECIAL EDUCATION FUNDING

Each year our Special Education Department applies for the
Federal Fund grant through The Office of Superintendent of
Public Instruction(OSPI). This grant will support the district’s
special education programs and services and help provide an
equal and quality education for all students. Parents can
review the application by contacting the Special Education
Department.

CHILD ABUSE PREVENTION

Woodland School District works with state agencies
(including OSPI) to establish a coordinated primary
prevention program for child abuse and neglect. Parents may
refuse to have their children participate in the program.

ASBESTOS PLAN

Woodland schools engage in a continuous asbestos
surveillance program to assure that there are no asbestos
problems or danger to students and employees. A copy of the
District’s asbestos management plan is available for review at
the district office.

PESTICIDES

Washington State law requires all school districts to adopt a
pesticide policy and related procedures for implementing the
policy. It is Woodland School District’s intent to take steps
that will promote a safe and healthy environment for
children, staff, parents and others who visit the schools.
Information regarding the use of pesticides in the District is
available at the district office.

MENINGOCOCCAL DISEASE

State law requires schools to provide meningococcal
information to parents and students in grades 6-12.
Meningococcal disease, commonly known as meningococcal
meningitis, strikes up to 3,000 adolescents and adults in the
U.S. each year. A vaccine is available and it can help protect
against up to 83% of the disease cases occurring among
adolescents and young adults. Vaccination is not required for
school attendance.
